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The event featured presentations from Indonesian Kyudai alumni, who shared their
career paths after graduation and explained how their experiences in Japan—especially
the learning environment and diverse interactions—helped them develop essential
skills such as communication, adaptability, and professional growth.

Following the presentations, a panel discussion was held between the speakers and the
audience. The discussion began with concerns about career development in Indonesia
for Kyudai graduates returning from Japan. It then gradually shifted toward the idea of
strengthening the alumni network by creating a program to regularly share information

on job openings and career opportunities with current students who will soon join the




alumni community.

Audience members also asked for tips on adapting to different cultures and how to use
cultural differences as a strength for personal and professional development. The
chairperson of the Indonesian Student Association in Fukuoka was also present and
raised a question about how alumni could support current Kyudai students—for
example, by providing internship information.

Additionally, a Japanese Kyudai alumnus participated in the session and offered
valuable insights on building stronger connections between Japanese and Indonesian
Kyudai alumni. He also suggested ways to share job information with Indonesian

students who plan to return and work in Indonesia.
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
