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This initiative was the KYUDAI NOW Leaders' Conference, held as a key program of Asia
Week 2025. It brought together Kyushu University, alumni associations from various
countries, international student organizations, and university departments to deepen
discussions on a wide range of themes including international collaboration, industry-
academia partnerships, and human resource development. On the first day, November 4,
activities began with presentations from international alumni associations. This was
followed by an exchange of views on future development strategies for KYUDAI NOW,
discussions on industry-academia collaboration initiatives, a status report on overseas
internships, and an exchange of views on employment with international student groups
from various countries. An evening reception for invited guests provided an opportunity
to further deepen exchanges among domestic and international stakeholders. On the
following day, November 5, discussions covered international student admission policies,

collaboration with alumni associations and foundations, an introduction to the Kyushu




University PAL initiative, deliberations on the Brown Bag Seminar (BBS) including its
structure, sharing insights on public relations strategies and lifelong learning, and a
comprehensive discussion led by Vice President Shimizu. This provided a multifaceted
forum for examining the university's international strategy. Finally, individual meetings
were held between responsible parties, advancing practical coordination for future

KYUDAI NOW activities and strengthened collaboration with the Asian region.
