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Aqua Science International Symposium: “Toward the Sustainable Aqua-Environment”
was held, where several research projects and case studies were introduced, including
a project to study and protect biodiversity in the Mekong River, the classification of
freshwater shellfish found on the Indochinese Peninsula, a unique effort to protect the
endangered clouded leopard (Formosan leopard / Taiwan wildcat), and an analysis of
how differences in access to farmland and educational opportunities between local
community groups affect their lives, and researchers from several countries gathered
and engaged in lively, cross-disciplinary discussions on how to achieve a water

symbiosis society.
